The Cosmetology Law and Barbers’ License Law
prevent all students —including those enrolled in
cosmetology and barber programs offered by one
of the Commonwealth’s 75 Career and
Technology Centers (CTC) - from practicing
without alicense, prohibit a student’s receipt of
compensation for providing services, and
otherwise limit the ability of a CTC student’s
engagement in the profession through private
industry.
