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About Potchefstroom and the NWU Hockey Academy

Potchefstroom
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Potchefstroom, situated approximately 120 km west-southwest of Johannesburg, is an
academic city that also features excellent sports facilities that attract over 2,000
international athletes yearly with many of them appreciating the friendliness and
hospitality of the city’s residents.

Potchefstroom hosted 14 FIH Hockey Pro League matches in February this year. In the
past, it hosted two World Cup winning teams (in cricket and football), and was also the
venue for some Cricket World Cup and Cricket World Cup Qualifier matches. Noted local
athletes include Godfrey Khotso Mokoena, silver medallist in the long jump at the Beijing
2008 Olympic Games.

Apart from its sporting features though, Potchefstroom has a rich history and houses

| several memorial sites and tourist attractions, with other tourist attractions and world
heritage sites within the near vicinity of the city. This includes beautiful places and
interesting spots such as the Snowflake Silo building, O. P. M. Prozesky Bird Sanctuary,
MooiRivier Mall or Boskop Dam Nature Reserve among the many more things to discover.

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NWU Hockey Academy

The NWU Hockey Academy boasts to be one of the best hockey facilities in South Africa,
with an array of excellent services and expertise. It features two side-by-side water based
synthetic turfs which have been re-laid in 2019 with blue Greenfield TX Elite synthetic
carpets that have FIH certification — both pitches are also floodlit. Many successful hockey
teams such as Germany, Spain, Belgium and France have already used NWU Hockey
Academy’s facilities for their training camps and matches; and it has also played host to
FIH Hockey Pro League matches as well as a 5 Nations International Tournament.

With excellent facilities in place and further upgrades being made prior to the event, teams
and athletes will profit also from the close proximity, providing training, matches, services
and accommodation all within an 800m x 800m location.

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Qualification overview

Below is a quick summary regarding how the teams secured their respective places at the
FIH Hockey Women’s Junior World Cup South Africa 2022. With some qualification
events being cancelled due to the covid-19 global health pandemic, berths were filled
based on nominations by the affected Continental Federations. Australia, New Zealand
and China withdrew from the competition due to complications surrounding the pandemic,
opening the door to Argentina, Ireland and Korea. Japan, Belgium and Spain had also
qualified for this tournament but have decided not to take part in the rescheduled event,
being replaced by Malaysia, Ukraine and Wales. Austria were recently added to the line-
up, replacing Russia who, following a recommendation by the IOC, have been excluded
by FIH from taking part in this event.

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Competition format

The FIH Hockey Women'’s Junior World Cup South Africa 2022 event will feature four
pools comprising of four participating teams followed by a knock-out phase / classification
matches.

Pool phase

All the competing teams in each pool will play against each other, with three points being
awarded for a win, one point for a draw and zero points for a loss. Teams will be ranked
according to the number of points they have accumulated in the competition, providing the
basis for the classification matches. The pools were composed as follows based on the
FIH World Ranking at the time of the announcement, with replacement nations taking the
pool places of the absent teams.

Pool splitters

If at the end of the pool matches two or more teams have the same number of points for
any place in a pool, the first splitter will be according to their respective number of
matches won, followed by goal difference, goals scored and the result of the match played
between the tied teams. If more than two teams are involved, then a ranking based upon
the results of the matches among (only) them shall determine their respective position,
based upon the points awarded. If there remains equality among two or more teams, then
these teams will be ranked according to the number of field goals scored in the pool
matches. Should there remain equality among two or more teams, then the ranking will be
determined by a shoot-out competition between those teams.

Classification matches

The winners and runners-up of the pools will play in the quarter-finals as set out below.
The teams that finish 3rd and 4th will play classification matches from 9th to 16th as set
out in Article below. The quarter-finals will be as follows although the matches will not
necessarily be played in this order:

About the team: In August 2021, Canada provided one of the remarkable hockey stories
of the year with a stunning tournament win at the 2021 Women’s Junior Pan American
Championships in Santiago, Chile. A 1-0 victory against competition favourites and
reigning Junior Hockey World Cup champions Argentina in Pool A saw them secure a
place in the competition semi-finals ahead of their illustrious opponents, before recording
the same score-lines over Chile and Uruguay in the semis and final respectively to win the
title for the first time in their history. Anna Mollenhauer scored the crucial goal in the final,
netting a 53 minute penalty corner to seal a famous victory. They will be looking to
achieve even great things in Potchefstroom, and they have every chance of doing just
that.

About the team: In eight women’s Junior Hockey World Cups, the Netherlands have only
failed to secure a podium finish on three occasions, have claimed the title three times
(Seongnam 1997, Boston 2009, Ménchengladbach 2013) with one silver and one bronze.
The Oranje were the beaten finalists in the most recent edition of the competition, falling
to a 4-2 loss at the hands of Argentina at Santiago 2016. Five years later, numerous
players from both teams faced each other in the final of the delayed Olympic Games
Tokyo 2020, where the Dutch would emerge winners. They earned their ticket thanks to a
second-place finish behind Spain at the EuroHockey Junior Championship 2019, where
future Olympic gold medallist Felice Albers scored three times.

Two of their
players caught the eye in Santiago, with Hope Rose being named as Player of the
Tournament while Charlotte de Vries took the tournament top scorer prize with five goals.
USA have appeared in seven of the previous eight Junior World Cups, with their best
finish being seventh, which was achieved at both the Santiago 2005 and
Monchengladbach 2013 competitions.

A quick look at the results indicates that it was the drawn matches that proved
costly, with three of their four matches ending with the scores level and only suffering
defeat at the hands of Germany. England have competed in every Junior World Cup since
the competition’s inception in 1989, with fourth places at Boston 2009 and
Moénchengladbach 2013 being their joint highest finishes. The team is coached by Simon
Letchfored, with Millie Giglio — a civil engineering student at the University of Birmingham
— being named captain for the junior showpiece.

About the team: Irish women’s hockey has claimed numerous firsts in recent years, with
the senior team claiming a World Cup silver medal before securing Olympic qualification
for the first time in their history a year later. The latest first has been achieved by the junior
women’s team, who will make their Junior World Cup debut in Potchefstroom after being
invited as one of the replacement teams for Australia and New Zealand, who were both
forced to withdraw due to COVID-19 travel restrictions imposed by their respective
governments. The team coached by David Passmore finished seventh at the EuroHockey
Junior Championship 2019 in Valencia, but ended the competition on a high with a
resounding 5-1 victory over France. If they hit form, Ireland are capable of causing some
shocks in South Africa.

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FIH Men’s and Women’s World Ranking

After a long period of testing, a new World Ranking model took effect from January 1,
2020 after approval by the FIH Executive Board.

Moving away from the previous tournament based ranking system, this new match based
system involves an exchange of points between the 2 teams competing in each match
played. The number of points exchanged depends on the result of the match, the relative
ranking of the teams and the importance of the match.
